BOOKS IN DEVELOPMENT:

The Politics of Diction:  Democracy, Authority and the Birth of Modernist American Poetry 
Twentieth-century modernist American poets presented their work as a radical break with their nineteenth-century predecessors. I argue that modernist innovations in poetic diction represent a relatively late stage of a century-long struggle to define authority in American public discourse. Building on research by Kenneth Cmiel and others documenting democracy’s destabilizing effects on linguistic authority in America, I argue that the startling early twentieth-century emergence of non-literary language in American poetry marked a belated adaptation of nineteenth-century rhetorical strategies for marshalling linguistic authority in public discourse – an adaptation anticipated in the seemingly idiosyncratic works of Emily Dickinson and Walt Whitman.  By reframing modernist American poetry as an outgrowth of – rather than a radical break from – nineteenth-century American culture, this study lays the groundwork for a broad reconsideration of the history and trajectory of American poetry.

Authority and Equality:  American Literature after 1866 (Am. Literature II) (Spring 2007, Spring 2005)

This survey course explores American literature from the mid-nineteenth- to the mid-twentieth-century through the lens of the contradictory American attitudes toward authority – individual, familial, social, political and aesthetic, honing basic skills of reading and analysis by comparing the ways that various authors – male and female, white and black, local and cosmopolitan – have represented authority, and examining the ways that the American problem with authority informs and deforms literary practice.  Authors studied include Dickinson, Whitman, Twain, Henry James, Kate Chopin, Edgar Lee Masters, Willa Cather, Robert Frost, Susan Glaspell, Claude McKay, Langston Hughes, Zora Neale Hurston, Jean Toomer, Sterling A. Brown Wallace Stevens, Marianne Moore, William Carlos Williams, Ezra Pound, TS Eliot and HD.

Everything You Always Wanted to Know About Being an American Poet But Were Afraid 


     to Ask (Reading and Writing Poetry) (Spring 2007, Fall 2004)
A combination survey class and workshop, this seminar introduces students to the modes and characteristic forms of twentieth-century American poetry through readings and creative writing exercises.  Readings include poems by Amiri Baraka, John Berryman, Elizabeth Bishop, Gwendolyn Brooks, Lucille Clifton, Hart Crane, ee cummings, Rita Dove, T.S. Eliot, Robert Frost, Allen Ginsberg, Joy Harjo, Robert Hayden, Langston Hughes, Yusef Komunyakaa, Maxine Kumin, Philip Levine, Robert Lowell, Edna St. Vincent Millay, Marianne Moore, Lorine Niedecker, Naomi Shihab Nye, Frank O’Hara, Sharon Olds, George Oppen, Robert Pinsky, Ezra Pound, Ishmael Reed, Theodore Roethke, Wallace Stevens, Charles Simic, Gary Snyder, Jean Toomer and William Carlos Williams.
       Advanced Creative Writing (Fall 2009, Spring 2007, Fall 2006, Spring 2005)
Intensive, tutorial-style class that offers advanced creative writing students personalized mentoring, feedback, and writing and reading assignments.
       A Tale of Two Modernisms:  The Rise of British and American Modernist Poetry (Fall 2006, Spring 


2009)

“What is or was modernism?” scholar Susan Stanford Friedman asks in a 2001 essay.  This course explores this question – and the critical dialogue surrounding it – by focusing on how modernism emerged through the complex, intertwining histories of nineteenth- and early twentieth-century British and American poetry.  This exploration traces modernist poetics from the revolutionary days of British Romanticism, through the experimentalism of Victorian poetry (British and American) and the doldrums of genteel lyricism, to the ferment of modernization out of which the startling innovations of modernist poetics emerged.
       Desire and Democracy:  American Literature to 1865 (Am. Literature I) (Spring 2009, Fall 2006)

This survey course explores American literature from its inception in the 1600s to the mid-nineteenth century through the lens of two very different impulses – individual desire and the collective project of democracy.  We will hone basic skills of reading and analysis by comparing the ways that various authors in various genres, including captivity narrative, psalms and political manifestoes, have represented and attempted to reconcile these impulses.

       Life, Death and Other Stories (Narrative Poetry) (Spring 2005)

This course introduce students to the fundamentals of narrative and poetic analysis through three thematically-organized units that each highlight different aspects of the tensions between narrative, language and meaning that narrative poetry exploits.  The first unit, “Life Studies,” focuses on poems that portray and reflect on the relationship between life and art in the lives of particular artists, such as Elizabeth Barrett Browning’s verse-novel Aurora Leigh, a proto-feminist study of a path-breaking woman poet, and John Berryman’s love affair across the centuries with Anne Bradstreet, America’s first poet.  The second unit, “Survivor,” contrasts so-called “confessional” poetry – poems that highlight traumas drawn from the poet’s own life – with poems of the Holocaust.  The final unit, “Discovering America,” will looks at the way poets have used narrative to America’s contradictory myths and realities.

      “I Contain Multitudes”:  Identity and Difference in 19th Century American Literature


     (Composition and Rhetoric) (Spring 2004, Fall 2004, Spring 2009)

Intensive expository writing seminar designed to provide freshman with fundamental writing and analytical skills through an exploration of the notion of individual identity reflected in nineteenth-century American texts.  Individual units focus on women’s representation of their own identities; African-American writers Booker T. Washington and W.E.B. DuBois debate over how to develop individual and group identity in the shadow of slavery; and the identity-dissolving, ecstatic America imagined in Walt Whitman’s “Song of Myself.”


The Bound and the Free:  American Literature After 1865 (Am. Lit. II) (Spring 2004)

Survey of post-bellum American poetry, fiction and non-fiction introducing students to a wide range of American literature by examining the complex, contradictory ideas about freedom – personal, societal, aesthetic – reflected in American literature.  Readings include Dickinson, Whitman, Sarah Piatt, Twain, Kate Chopin, Henry James, Booker T. Washington, W.E.B. DuBois, Amy Lowell, William Carlos Williams, Ezra Pound, HD, Wallace Stevens, Marianne Moore, ee cummings, Robert Frost, Edna St. Vincent Millay, Genevieve Taggard, Louise Bogan, Countee Cullen, Claude McKay, Langston Hughes, Sterling Brown, Zora Neale Hurston, Jean Toomer, Anzia Yezierska and Ernest Hemingway.


Telling Stories:  The Art of Narrative Poetry (Fall 2003)

Introductory poetics seminar presenting essentials of poetic and prosodic analysis and a survey of the development of English and American verse via an examination of a broad range of narrative poetry in English.  Readings included Chaucer, Shakespeare, Pope, Bradstreet, Pound, Marianne Moore, Jean Toomer, Langston Hughes, Robert Hayden, Sylvia Plath and Alice Fulton.


“A Quiet – Earthquake – Style”:  Emily Dickinson (Composition and Rhetoric) (Fall 2003)



Intensive expository writing seminar designed to provide freshman with fundamental 



writing and analytical skills through an exploration of Dickinson’s poetics, relations to 



peers, and debates surrounding Dickinson’s negotiations of gender and art.

Stories That Sing:  Narrative Poetry from Chaucer to Walcott (Spring 2003)


Introductory poetics seminar that presenting essentials of poetic and prosodic analysis.

Browning, Langston Hughes, Elizabeth Bishop, Robert Hayden, Sylvia Plath and Derek 


Walcott.


Studies in Poetry: Poets on Poets (Fall 2002)

Upper-level seminar examining the poetic and social commitments of 20th-century and contemporary poets such as Langston Hughes, Adrienne Rich, Seamus Heaney and Yusef Komunyakaa, through the lens of their critical commentaries on predecessors and peers.


Introduction to Western Humanities (Fall 2002/Spring 2003)

I taught a seminar section of this year-long interdisciplinary lecture course, training students in analytical and expository writing skills through a study of the history, culture, philosophy and religion of ancient Greece and Rome.


TEL AVIV UNIVERSITY, FULBRIGHT SCHOLAR-IN-RESIDENCE (Spring 2002)


Cross-Currents in American Poetry
Upper-level seminar exploring democracy’s effects on language and authority through examination of three major tendencies in American poetry:  the enigmatic Modernist mode pioneered by Dickinson and made famous by Eliot, Williams, Moore, Pound and Stevens; the shaggy, freewheeling line minted by Whitman, popularized by Beat poets like Ginsberg and refined into post-modern irony by John Ashbery; and the masks, mirrors and stripteases of "confessional" poets such as Robert Lowell, Anne Sexton, and Frank Bidart.


American Women Poets 
Introductory seminar surveying American poetry written by women from the seventeenth-century Anne Bradstreet to the present day.  The class introduced students to basic skills in reading and poetic analysis through consideration of general questions as to how gender inflects poetics, and how American women poets reflect and transfigure cultural stresses.  Poets studied include Dickinson, Phillis Wheatley, and lesser-known nineteenth-century authors such as Rose Terry Cooke and Helen Hunt Jackson; major twentieth-century figures such as Marianne Moore, Elizabeth Bishop and Sylvia Plath; and contemporary poets such as Lucille Clifton, Adrienne Rich and Sharon Olds.

The Power of Art (Fall 2001; Writing Program)



I taught two intensive expository writing seminars designed to provide freshman with fundamental research, writing and analytical skills through an interdisciplinary exploration of the evolving social role of art and artists in Europe and America. 


Introduction to English Literature:  From the 19th to 20th Century (Spring 2001; English)



I taught several seminar sections of this survey lecture course, which included works by Wordsworth, Austen, Keats, Wollstonecraft, Byron, Tennyson, Robert and Elizabeth Barrett Browning, Dickens, Wilde, Yeats, Auden, Joyce and Woolf.


Introduction to English Literature:  From the 14th to 18th Century (Fall 2000; English)



I taught several seminar sections of this survey lecture course, which included works by Chaucer, Spenser, Shakespeare, Donne, Herbert, Marvell, Milton, Pope, Swift and Fielding.


Invisible Men and Loaded Guns (Fall 2000; English)



Junior-year writing seminar training English majors in critical writing through an exploration of the mutually constituting relationship between character and story in African-American fiction, dramatic monologues, and Biblical narratives.  Texts included Hurston's Their Eyes Were Watching God, Ellison's The Invisible Man, Stein's Three Lives, Stevenson's Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde, poems by Browning, Dickinson, and Bidart, the Book of Genesis, and criticism by Henry Louis Gates, Jr., Susan Howe, Erich Auerbach, Robert Alter and Herbert F. Tucker.

UNIVERSITY OF MASSACHUSETTS AT AMHERST  (1994–2001)

Inside-Out:  The Outsider and the American Psyche (Fall 2001; English)



Survey of American literature from early nineteenth to late twentieth centuries focusing on how literary portrayals of "outsiders" reflect characteristically American social and psychological tensions.  Readings included works by Emerson, Dickinson, Melville, Whitman, James Baldwin, Ralph Ellision, Sylvia Plath, Allen Ginsberg, Elizabeth Bishop, Flannery O'Connor, Robert Frost, Frank Bidart, Tim O'Brien, and Louise Erdrich.


Honors Colloquium:  The Outsider and the American Psyche (Fall 2001; English)



Honors colloquium for foreign exchange students for in-depth exploration of literary, thematic, and theoretical issues raised by the class readings.


Man and Woman in Literature (Spring 2000; Commonwealth College)



Honors-level introductory general education course using gender issues to teach basic literary analytical skills and literature as a means of exploring gender issues.  Readings included Kingston's The Woman Warrior; Hawthorne's The Scarlet Letter; Erdrich's Love Medicine; Shakespeare's "King Lear"; Fitzgerald's The Great Gatsby; and stories by Ralph Ellison, Willa Cather, Philip Roth, Tillie Olsen, William Faulkner, Charlotte Perkins Gilman, D.H. Lawrence, Jamaica Kincaid and Raymond Carver.


Jewish American Fiction (Spring 1999; English Dept.)



Introductory seminar tracing connections between Eastern European Jewish literary traditions and modern and contemporary Jewish American fiction.  Readings included Peretz, Babel, Aleichem, Singer, Appelfeld, Roth, Malamud, Ozick, Bellow and Paley.


Watching the Detectives (Summer 1996; Continuing Education)



Seminar tracing development of American detective fiction.  Readings included Poe, Hammett, Chandler, Himes, Auster and Scoppettone.


Film and Literature (Fall 1994; Continuing Education)



Advanced seminar examining cross-fertilization between the filmed image and the written word through comparisons of film versions with the texts they are based on.  Readings included Akutagawa, Conrad, Stevenson and Flannery O'Connor; films included "Rashomon," "Black Orpheus," "Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde," and "Apocalypse Now."


Creative Writing (Summer 1994, Fall 1994; Continuing Education, English Dept.)



Intensive workshops focusing on poetry, short fiction and memoir.


Reading Poetry (Summer 1994; Continuing Education)



Introductory seminar emphasizing the pleasure and power of poetry, and application of basic critical concepts.  Readings included a wide range of 16th- through 20th-century poetry, and Robert Hass' Twentieth Century Pleasures.


Reading and Writing Imaginative Literature (Spring 1994; English Dept.)



Introductory creative writing workshop emphasizing basic structural and aesthetic elements of poetry and fiction.


Man and Woman in Literature (Winter 1994; Continuing Education)



Introdutory general education course focusing on gender issues in culturally, racially and ethnically diverse 20th century fiction.  Readings included Kingston's The Woman Warrior, LeGuin's The Left Hand of Darkness, Forster's Maurice, and Phillips' Cambridge.


Writing Across the Curriculum Consultant

(University of Massachusetts' School of Management, 1994-1995)



Promoted integration of writing as an intellectual tool and technical skill in business courses.  Conducted seminars; made in-class presentations; and evaluated written and oral projects.  Worked with 3-6 courses per semester.


THE EMILY DICKINSON HOMESTEAD

From January 1997 to July 1999, I taught a series of community seminars on Dickinson's poetry at her birthplace, The Emily Dickinson Homestead, the first time the Homestead had hosted such classes.  I continue to lead occasional workshops for guides and community members.


Inside Emily's Workshop (Summer 1999)



Using the new Franklin variorum edition, the class compared multiple drafts of Dickinson's poems to study her writing process, word choice, approach to syntax and relation to language and meaning.


"A still - Volcano - Life" (Winter 1999); "After great pain" (Fall 1998); "Of Consciousness, her Awful Mate" (Summer 1998)



Taking the title poems as lexical maps, these three intensive seminars used the Concordance to follow key words and concepts in the poems through Dickinson's oeuvre.


The Fascicles (Fall 1997, Winter 1998, Spring 1998)



Using one of Dickinson's fascicles, each class explored current issues in Dickinson studies, including polyvocality, conflation of multiple perspectives, and manuscript editing.


Dickinson's Poetics (Summer 1997)



Explored Dickinson's stylistic development over the course of her career, juxtaposing poems with letters from the same periods.


Introduction to Dickinson's Poetry (Winter 1997, Spring 1998)



Introductory seminar on reading Dickinson's poetry.  Emphasized techniques for interpreting Dickinson's grammatical and lexical difficulties.
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
