A May graduate would register for
Pre-Senior Project in the Fall, and Senior Project in her final Spring semester.

The exit requirement consists of an independent studio project designed by the student to
reflect her area of emphasis. Completion and presentation of the student's Senior Project as
well as participation in the annual Stern Senior art exhibition at the YU Museum are required.
